We offer two types of courses. Both of them are free for exchange/Erasmus students: 

• ON-LINE: from 3 to 14 September 2012; 
• ON-SITE: (in Macerata): From 17 to 28 September 2012. We recommend that 

students arrange their arrival to Macerata accordingly. 

8 ECTS are recognized for the on-site courses if students attend 75% of the 
classes and pass the final exam.
