The University of Macerata organizes a Winter School 
and a Summer School on Italian language studies 
with a choice between two special or “in-depth” 
courses, one in Tourism and Landscape  (Course A) 
and one in Italian and European Law  (Course B)
University credits (CFU) will be recognized to those 
who request it after passing a final test 

Course programme: 
 - A 2 weeks italian language course of 40 hours at the cost 
of € 600.00 
 - Or a 4 weeks italian language course of 80 hours at the 
cost of € 1,000.00 
If students wish to also attend the in-depth course in addition 
to the Italian language course, they must have a good know-
ledge of Italian language (minimum level: B1). As stated hereu-
nder, the in-depth course provides 14 additional hours of 
tuition in the 2 weeks course and 28 additional hours of 
tuition in the 4 weeks course. 
The fee also includes accommodation in the University Colleges
Regarding the board, the students will be able to go to the 
university canteen (€ 4 for a complete meal) or the self catering 
kitchen in the university colleges 
The programme includes also trips and excursions, included in 
the enrolment fee,in some of the main art cities in Italy

The Italian legal system 
The Italian Constitution 
European Law
Criminal Law in Italy

The Winter School courses will start on January 14, 2013
